The Emotional Centre in the Composition in Clothing Design

ABSTRACT: The author of the article focuses on the role of the emotional centre in the
composition organization in clothing design. The author discusses the concept of emotional centre
by following the understanding that the shape of the clothing constitutes a system of complex
relations between its structural elements, the human figure, the environment and — partially from a
psychological point of view — the way in which we see and perceive what is visible and the way in
which we react to it. The report makes a connection between the place of a certain element within
the general composition, according to the strength of the emotions and reactions it provokes. It
discusses the conformity between the emotional centre and the physical composition centre, which
is fixed and organized from the location of the different elements that make up the general shape,
the proportional ratios, the harmony between the different elements, etc.
